Prayer Live Stream

“Do not remember the former things, Nor consider the 
things of old. 19 Behold, I will do a new thing, Now it shall 
spring forth; Shall you not know it? I will even make a road 
in the wilderness And rivers in the desert.” Isaiah 43: 18-19. 
New beginnings are very important in the life of believers. In 
each new beginning, we’re reminded of GOD’s grace, mercy, 
and forgiveness. We serve a GOD of New Beginnings. No 
ma�er how grievous your story may be, no ma�er what 
heights you may have fallen, or no ma�er how bad things 
have been in your life, GOD is here saying, He will bring you 
into a new beginning. An opportunity to have a new start. 
“Many are the afflic�ons of the righteous, But the Lord 
delivers him out of them all.” Psalms 34: 19. GOD alone is 
The Unchanging Changer. The One, Who does not change yet  
can change people and turn the affairs of mankind around 
for good. In the abundance of His infinite mercy, He, GOD, 
can step into any situa�on to change �mes, seasons, and 
situa�ons. He’s known to turn the tables around to favor His 
children.

A new beginning is a fresh start, GOD is here promising you a 
second chance in life to make it right, and to live according to 
His will and purposes for your life. To many of us, it means 
restora�on of losses or depleted resources. A promise to 
restore what the enemy may have stolen from us either 
physically or spiritually. “The thief does not come except to 
steal, and to kill, and to destroy. I have come that they may 
have life, and that they may have it more abundantly.” John 
10: 10. GOD is the Only One that can restore unto us beyond 
the previous level. To experience the NEW, you must let go of 
the old. The Psalmist says, “Weeping may endure for a 
night, But [a]joy comes in the morning.” Psalms 30: 5. Your 
problems are due to expire today. GOD is promising that 
your lack, afflic�ons, barrenness, poverty, joblessness, trials, 
challenges, and weeping may endure for a night, but joy 
comes in the morning. Restora�on of losses, those things 
that the emp�ers have stolen from us. The Scripture says, 
“For the Lord will restore the excellence of Jacob like the 
excellence of Israel, for the emp�ers have emp�ed them 
out and ruined their vine branches.” Nahum 2: 2

A new beginning is also a new birth; being born again. A 
renewed self and divine vindica�on. The new birth or being 
born again, is an act of GOD, whereby eternal life is imparted 
to the person when he or she comes to faith in The LORD, 
JESUS CHRIST (see II Corinthians 5: 17; Titus 3: 5; I Peter 1: 3; 
I John 2: 29; 3: 9; 4: 7; 5: 1-4). In John 3: 1-21, in this passage, 
JESUS was talking to Nicodemus, a prominent Pharisee and 
member of the Sanhedrin, the ruling body of the Jews of his 
days. JESUS said to him, “Most assuredly, I say to you, unless 
one is born [a]again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.” 4 
Nicodemus said to Him, “How can a man be born when he 
is old? Can he enter a second �me into his mother’s womb 
and be born?” 5 Jesus answered, “Most assuredly, I say to 
you, unless one is born of water and the Spirit, he cannot  
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enter the kingdom of God. 6 That which is born of the flesh 
is flesh, and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit. 7 Do not 
marvel that I said to you, ‘You must be born again.” John 3: 
3-7. Flesh gives birth to flesh, but the Spirit gives birth to 
Spirit.

In that exchange, Nicodemus had a real need, and so do we, 
as we come to know GOD. Nicodemus needed a spiritual 
transforma�on that could only come from GOD, a new birth. 
Being born again, brings us into rela�onship with GOD as our 
Father, and we becoming His children. JESUS is the natural 
heir of The Father. GOD said to Him, “You are My Son, Today 
I have bego�en You.” Hebrews 5: 5. “The Spirit Himself 
bears witness with our spirit that we are children of God, 17 
and if children, then heirs—heirs of God and joint heirs 
with Christ, if indeed we suffer with Him, that we may also 
be glorified together.” Romans 8: 16-17. Therefore, as 
children of GOD, we have an inheritance with Him that can 
never perish, spoil or fade … kept in heaven (I Peter 1: 4). 
According to John 1: 12, because GOD has made us His 
children, we have full rights to receive His inheritance. In 
other words, we’re His beneficiaries (see Ma�hew 25: 34; 
Gala�ans 3: 29; Colossians 1: 12; 3: 24). The Scripture says, 
“Therefore you are no longer a slave but a son, and if a son, 
then an heir [a]of God [b]through Christ.” Gala�ans 4: 7. 
Meaning that, everything GOD owns belongs to us as well, 
because we’re His children. Our eternal inheritance as 
co-heirs with CHRIST is the result of the amazing grace of 
GOD.

Being born once makes us children of Adam, and we share in 
Adam’s corrup�on at the Garden of Eden. Apostle Paul 
writes, “for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of 
God.” Romans 3: 23. Unbelievers are spiritually ‘dead.’ 
However, when they come to faith in The LORD, JESUS 
CHRIST, they receive spiritual life through faith in CHRIST. 
That process is what The Bible refers to as a rebirth. Worth 
no�ng that only those who are born again have their sins 
forgiving and have a rela�onship with GOD. We need the 
second birth, the spiritual birth to make us children of GOD. 
Faith in CHRIST, The One Who paid the full price for sin on 
the cross, is the means by which one is born again. Our 
salva�on is a free gi� from GOD. Ephesians 2: 8-9 says, “For 
by grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of 
yourselves; it is the gi� of God, 9 not of works, lest anyone 
should boast.” When one is born again, he or she has been 
saved, spiritually renewed, and now a child of GOD by right 
of that new birth. “Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a 
new crea�on; old things have passed away; behold, all 
things have become new.” II Corinthians 5: 17.

You need to be born again. “But as many as received Him, to 
them He gave the [a]right to become children of God, to 
those who believe in His name: 13 who were born, not of 
blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but 

of God.” John 1: 12-13. Have you decided today to align your 
life with JESUS? To give your life to Him and for Him to become 
The LORD of your life, and as your personal Savior. Please pray 
this prayer of faith with me: 

LORD JESUS, I come to You with a deeply repentant heart, 
LORD, forgive me of all my sins. Today, I surrender my life (I 
rededicate my life) to You, and today, I accept You, as my 
personal LORD and Savior. Please come into my life and save 
my soul from eternal destruc�on, into Your everlas�ng life. In 
JESUS mighty Name I pray. Amen.

Then, get into a Bible teaching church; to develop and grow in 
the knowledge of The Word, and become strong pillars among 
the people of GOD. Welcome to the sheepfold of CHRIST. 

Let today be a Turning Point in your life!

The Turning Point
“All the days of my hard service I will wait, Till my change 
comes.” Job 14: 14. What is a turning point? It’s that cri�cal 
moment when a dras�c change takes place in the life of a 
person that results in favorable and beneficial outcome. When 
the will of GOD is finally realized; when GOD steps into a 
specific situa�on to reverse it, turning it into a desirable 
experience that is beyond human or scien�fic explana�on. The 
divine interven�on of GOD that shi�s things forward and 
provoke uncommon or supernatural changes. This supernatu-
ral turnaround opens doors for uncommon tes�monies, 
breakthroughs, accelerated progress, and enhances promo-
�on in life. It could be that you have been going through some 
difficult �mes, and then suddenly, what was once impossible 
now became possible. The turning point in prayer is reached 
when GOD turned His a�en�on to your desires, it’s a feeling 
like no other. You stagger around for days jubila�ng because 
your prayer was answered, everything changed and working in 
your favor. You know in your heart that a miracle has 
happened, you breathe the sigh of relieve.

When you reach the point where you are willing to accept 
GOD’s will instead of your own, you have reached the turning 
point. For instance, the turning point for Saul of Tarsus was 
when he had an encounter with JESUS on his way to Damascus 
while further persecu�ng the believers of his days (Acts 9: 
1-19; also see Philippians 3: 4-14). Choosing GOD’s will over 
our own some�mes can be very difficult, especially when we 
want something so passionately. We find it hard to act as if it 
doesn’t ma�er to us. It does ma�er. Our emo�ons try to 
convince us that there is no possible way we can give in or look 
the other way. We can submit to GOD’s will instead of our own, 
knowing very well that GOD is absolutely trustworthy, that He 

has our best interest at heart, and He knows best, to take us to 
an expected end, no ma�er the situa�on (Jeremiah 29: 11). He 
will always lead us in the right path, if we give in to His will.

Some�mes for us to surrender to GOD’s will, we have to cry 
out to GOD for help, just like the father of the sick child did to 
JESUS, “LORD, I believe; help my unbelief!” Mark 9: 24. Just 
like that father, most of us surrender our will to GOD a�er we 
hit the rock bo�om. When we have no be�er alterna�ves, and 
GOD is the last resort. Then we grudgingly give up our 
independence and let Him take over. It doesn’t really have to 
be that way before we yield to GOD’s will. We are to trust in 
GOD’s ability to deliver us or to see us through any situa�on or 
circumstances, at all �mes.

Everything in life that we put our faith on has the poten�al or 
the tendency to fail us, except GOD. GOD is not limited by 
people, situa�on, or anything for that ma�er. He is ever 
reliable, all powerful, and sovereign. Just like the LORD’s 
prayer (Ma�hew 6: 10), that we can say, “Thy will be done.” 
When we can say that with sincerity and trust, we have 
reached The Turning Point in prayer. Whatever is your story 
today, you need to know that GOD has not forgo�en you. Your 
miracle is for an appointed �me, and NOW is the appointed 
�me. Let’s seek the face of GOD for the manifesta�on of our 
miracles to experience our long-awaited Turning Point. What is 
not enough in your life, will soon be in abundance, IJN. Amen.

Today is your day of salva�on; “For He says: “In an acceptable

is the day of salva�on.” II Corinthians 6: 2. JESUS is calling.

3 Incline your ear, 
and come to Me. Hear, and your soul shall live; And I will 
make an everlas�ng covenant with you— The sure mercies of 
David.” “Behold, I stand at the door and knock. If anyone 
hears My voice and opens the door, I will come in to him and 
dine with him, and he with Me.” Revela�on 3: 20. Why not let 
Him into your life today, tomorrow may be too late. GOD bless 
you as you consider Him at this crucial moment.
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
